Guidelines for Listeners

Thank you so much for volunteering your time to serve as a Listener for our Sparks Club!  We sincerely appreciate your willingness to help our Sparks during Handbook Time.  Helping children to memorize verses is very rewarding!  You are sowing the seed of God’s Word into a little one’s heart!!!

Here are some rules concerning “listening” to our K-6th grade clubbers:

-     All volunteers must have completed a background check per SRCC Children’s  

      Ministry policy. Questions on this can be directed to Vicky Gawalis.

-
Parents may not listen to or sign handbooks for their own children.

-
You may work with a clubber to memorize a verse or section.

-
Make sure they say the reference along with the verse.

-
Clubbers may receive 2 “helps” when reciting a section from their handbook. One help consists of three words.

-
When they seem stumped, ask them if they want a help.  If they say “yes”, ask if they want help with the reference or words in the verse.  If you can tell that they have been working on the section and they haven’t passed it in 2 weeks, you may consider a little extra prompt, but if you make it too easy, you aren’t doing them any favors.

-
Be cautious with softening the rules too much or too often, or this could become the norm instead of the exception!  After all, you want to encourage better performance.

-
Our goal is to not only memorize scripture, but also to understand it.  It is a good idea to ask the clubber what the verse means - especially if they have breezed through a section without giving it much thought.
