Summer Message Series 
Rest is the title of the Sunday morning message series 

throughout July. While work has its origins in Godôs 

creation, the idea of rest was also built into the rhythm 

of Godôs creation. From the first chapter of Genesis 

where God establishes ñevening and morning,ò the 

need and importance of rest is further developed 

through the Bible. From the people of Israel coming out 

of Egypt and being commanded to take at least one day 

in seven as a day of rest (Exodus 20), to Jesusô words 

that he provides rest (Matthew 11), to the Bibleôs chal-

lenge for us to enter the rest of God (Hebrews 4) rest is 

a recurring theme that relates to our trust in God and 

our dependence upon him.  

 

We will be exploring these themes throughout the 

month. In a  culture where rest is often hard to find and 

we are driven by busy schedules, competing appoint-

ments and demanding jobs what does it mean to rest? 

Further, we often feel guilty, unproductive and useless 

when we do rest. While rest certainly requires some 

specific ñdown-timeò the theme of the Bible is that rest 

is much more than inactivity. You might say that the 

opposite of rest is not activity. The opposite of rest is 

being driven. To explore some of these ideas further, 

check out the following for summer reading. The Rest 

of God: Restoring Your Soul by Restoring Sabbath by 

Mark Buchanan.  This book will be sure to challenge 

you without loading you down by having ñrestò as 

merely a check-off item on a list of things to do.    

 

In August, the message series is called Amplified.  Dur-

ing this series we will look at a number of Old Testa-

ment characters, a characteristic they demonstrate, and 

how Christ amplifies or heightens that characteristic.  

And then in turn examine how we as the church, should 

continue that Amplification by living out those charac-

teristics today.

The program places the students in a 

simulated remote village where they will cook on mud 

stoves, sleep in primitive houses and hammocks and 

learn about Bible translation and missionary work 

around the world. They will listen to talks, visit a real 

missionary family for a meal and participate in a five 

hour simulated mission experience called The Jour-

ney. Pray that the students would be spiritually chal-

lenged, have their vision for missions cultivated and 

even possibly consider if God might be calling them to 

serve as a missionary. Pray also, for the safety of the 

students and leaders as they make the trip.
