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 Introduction


“So with many exhortations also he [John the Baptist] preached the gospel to the people.” (Luke 3:18)  What was the nature of “the gospel” that John the Baptist preached?:

“You brood of vipers, who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? Therefore bring forth fruits in keeping with your repentance.”

(Luke 3:7-8) 

“Don’t say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham for our father,’ for I tell you that God is able from these stones to raise up children to Abraham.”

(Luke 3:8)

“The axe is already laid at the root of the trees; every tree therefore that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire.”

(Luke 3:9)

“One who is mightier than I is coming. . .. He Himself will baptize you in the Holy Spirit and fire. And His winnowing fork is in His hand to clean out his threshing floor, and to gather the wheat into His barn; but He will burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire.”

(Luke 3:17)

Revelation 20 and 21 are the final fulfillment of what John the Baptist predicted back in 30 AD as what the Messianic King came to do.  
I. Overview of Revelation 20-21

1. v. 11: Who is on “the great white throne”?  

Answer: _God (Father and Son both involved)
2. v. 12a:  Who is before the throne being judged? 

Answer: the _dead___, the _great__ and the _small__
3. v. 12b: What is judged?
Answer: “they were judged, every one of them, according to their _deeds__”
