All of these parables are about . . . 

	The Kingdom!

Why would Jesus come at so many different angles on essentially the same topic.

Look carefully, and you see that what Jesus is explaining is that the character and nature of the Kingdom is more subtle and more surprising than one might think.

Sower and the Soils (vv. 1-9; and 18-23): the offer of the Kingdom gets different; responses it is not (initially) an all - or - nothing “take-over.” 

Wheat and tares (vv. 24-30; and vv. 37-43):  the Kingdom is contested – so its successfulness is mixed until the end.

Mustard seed and leaven (vv. 31-33):  The Kingdom is a growing, progressive enterprise.

Treasure and pearl (vv. 44-46):  The Kingdom can be surprisingly, deceptively “unimpressive” looking or hidden; but its true value makes any other investment pale in comparison.

The Dragnet (vv. 47-50):  the apparent “subjects” of the Kingdom are a “mixed bag”; there will be surprises both ways at the Judgment. 


The Main Point:  Jesus Has Brought the Kingdom!  Are you part of it?  What is your level of investment in it?
